	Financial Assistance 101
	Dusty Letica introduced as new Division Director of Financial Assistance Division, a large and diverse division that determines eligibility according to State and Federal programs including Child Support. 
Dusty provided an overview of the presentation shared with the County Board in April of 2018 as a foundation to explain the various programs St. Louis County administers. This presentation and notes were provided as a handout. 
Dusty stressed the program design at the State and Federal level and the importance of our customer service focus. Multiple questions and discussion based on Advisory Committee member input around gaps we are experiencing and how we are addressing through our work and with our community partners.
Discussion around myths that circulate about better benefits that attract people in St. Louis County. Stressed that we administer State and Federal programs that are designed on a Statewide basis (i.e. the benefits are the same across Minnesota). Suggestions around stressing the number of children as the primary served; as well as the basic benefit amounts to dispel myths. The role of committee members in dispelling myths and sharing information.
